
EVERYTHING YOU NEED TO KNOW ABOUT CAMP 
 
 

What to wear: 
 - Shorts 
 - T-Shirt (campers must wear camp shirt on field trip days or they will be sent  
  home. If you lose it you can buy another one for $5.) 
 - Sneakers 
 Warning: Camp can be fun, sweaty and messy; don’t expect them to come home  
   clean… 
 
What to bring: 
 - Water bottle that can be refilled 
 - Swimsuit & Towel 
 - Sandals for swim time (or water shoes) 
 - Sunscreen (please remember to lather your child up before camp because we  
  cannot apply sunscreen to them. The spray kind is recommended.) 
 
Additional for Discovery Campers: 
 - Mat and Blanket for nap time  
 - Change of clothes (just in case) 
 - Coast Guard Approved Lifejacket (we have them here, but sometimes parents  
  like to bring the one from home) 
 
What to leave at home: 
 - ANYTHING PEANUT 
 - Electronics (gameboys, ipods, cell phones, etc) 
 - Special toys kids do not want to lose 
 
What to remember: 
 - If you have not paid by the first day of the session your child will not be able to  
  attend camp. 
 - You must come inside to sign your child/children in and out 
 - To sign them out you will need to present your photo ID 
 - If you would like someone else to pick them up you need to let us know who  
  they are and their driver’s license number 
 - If you are picking your child up early or your child will be absent please let us  
  know so that we can plan accordingly
